Tie-Breaking rules:
When two (2) or more teams have accumulated the same number of points at the end of the preliminary games, how to determine the team ranking, with the help of the "official score" is the following:

i) it is the team that won the most games in games played between the tied teams, which will be the highest ranked;
ii) if equal, it is the team with the best difference between goals scored and conceded, during the games played between the tied teams, which will be the highest ranked;
iii) if equal, it is the team with the fewest goals given, during the games played between the tied teams, which will be the best classified;
iv) if equal, it is the team with the best difference between goals scored and conceded, in all games played, which will be the highest ranked;
v) if still tied, it is the team with the fewest goals allowed, in all games played, which will be the highest ranked;
vi) if still tied, it's the team that scored the earliest goal, during all games played between the tied teams, will be the highest ranked;
vii) if equal, it is the team that scored the earliest goal, during all games played, which will be the highest ranked;

Important Notes
1) The teams ranking procedure must be followed, one after another, in order, until the tie is broken. As soon as one (1) team is eliminated from the tie-break, we re-start the procedure in paragraph (i).

2) In most cases, this process will determine the team CLASSIFIED BETTER. However, in some cases, this procedure will determine the team with the LOWEST RANK of the tied teams, this team is then eliminated before repeating the procedure for the higher-ranked tied teams.

In these cases, we then re-start the procedures in paragraph (i) to break the tie among the teams still tied.

3) In all cases, the maximum differential between the goals scored and conceded in each game is fixed at seven (7) goals, and this is the "official score".
